Note:
The organizer reserves the right to reduce the number of Poomsae to be performed in the preliminary
and in the semi-final round to 1 (one) form.

In case there is a tied score after the completion of the preliminary round, at the last place of the best 50%, respectively
on the 8th rank of the semi-final round, the points in presentation will be the determining factor for advancement to
the next round. If this score is equal as well, all competitors in question will advance.

In case there is a tied score after the completion of the final round on the rank 1, 2 or 3, the contestant who is awarded
more points in presentation shall be declared as winner. In case that the score is tied, the contestant who has more total
points (including highest and lowest) shall be the winner. If the score is tied after the addition of the total points, com-
petitors shall have a rematch. The referee will decide about the Poomsae to be performed (in any case it will be one of the
compulsory Poomsae).
